In the Serene Hills workshop, Joseph will introduce his pioneering teaching strategy, called Flow Learning™.  Based on the way people learn most naturally, this gentle but dynamic process allows leaders to reach people where they are, and bring them sensitively into meaningful and moving experiences of nature. A special attraction will be nature stories and activities from Joseph's recently published books, John Muir: My Life with Nature, and With Beauty Before Me.
